November,2018 to 19* January,2019.

This exhibition will highlight Kazuo Okazaki” s "Object Supplements' philosophy, which has consistently developed in his works of over
halfa century.

After studying art history at Waseda University, Okazaki began his career in the 1950s. Since then he has produced a variety of objects based
on his own modeling ideas for nearly 60 years. Okazaki’ s works were created as his questions of the inner and the outer, the front and back,
the empty and the reality. This idea is based upon his predominant thought “to create objects from Eastern perspectives, as if to
supplement what the Western ways of viewing objects have overlooked” .

His works, such as KHISASHI» from the mid 1970’s and Who’s Who series, are based on the same philosophy.

In recent years, Okazaki often refers to nature in his works, in which natural objects such as trees, stones, and lava are used. The space consist
of these objects is named "Garden of Supplements".

Okazaki’ s view of the world, on nature, human beings and the art, is implied in his “Garden of Supplements” with «HISASHI» raised
among geometric objects.

We will introduce the works in the “Garden of Supplements” and create a platform where figures from all ages can converse with

Okazaki’ s artistic realm. We are looking forward to your visit.
